 Be a good sport by cooperating with officials, opponents, and teammates.

 Inappropriate conduct and/or negative gestures are not allowed during any part of the game (e.g. taunting, derogatory 
comments, and distracting players with yelling, stomping, banging devices, or using horns/bells/whistles).  

 Smoking, vaping, drinking alcohol, and using illegal drugs are prohibited during practices, games, and on any park 
grounds.  

 Officials/staff may bar a player, manager, or coach for the entire game for unsportsmanlike conduct, profanity, or verbal 
abuse. 

 Any player or spectator ejected from a game for unsportsmanlike conduct will be asked to leave the gym building  
immediately and will receive an automatic one game suspension.  

 Only registered players and coaches are allowed to sit on the team bench.  

 The following is not allowed in gym: food, colored drinks, bicycles, skateboards, pets, noise makers,  
outdoor chairs, and ice chests.   

 No sitting on the stage.  

 Players are not allowed to wear jewelry and may not use tape to cover any earrings.
