Both the pool and the mechanical systems
are in need of replacement. The deck has large cracks. The pool tank is leaking
through the deep end wall into the filter room. There are no deck drains and both
restrooms are in disrepair. The facility is not ADA compliant. The pool’s location on a
slope compounds the stress on the pool, and a new location should be sought. This
location might then be converted to a splash pad.
