This Council District has only two pools,
and no year round pools.  Northridge
has been closed since 2000, despite
efforts to repair the pool after the
earthquake, which kept it operational for
several years, however, in June the
Mayor and Council announced funding
to construct a new pool.  Granada Hills
is #19 in priority for replacement, with
many out-of-service days because of
restricted pipe conditions.
