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RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Board approve the following amendment to
the existing Golf Tournament Policy allowing each Men'’s Club to
substitute one of the weekday monthly tournaments to a shotgun
start at home courses, and for the substitute of second home club
tournaments at other City courses.

SUMMARY :

The Golf Advisory Committee recently approved the following change
to the Department’s Golf Tournament Policy.

SECTION IV 5. B.

Each Los Angeles Municipal Golf Association (L.A.M.G.A.) Men‘s Club
is allowed to conduct a weekday tournament once a month on its home
course, host two (2) M.G.A. Team Play Days (weekday), and five (5)
“away” weekday tournaments on other City courses, playing each
course only once in a calendar year. Each club may substitute one
of their weekday monthly tournaments as a shotgun start at its home
course only. The tee time will be no later than 7:30 a.m. Clubs
must pay for the required minimum of 128 players. Additional
blayers may be added on the day of play to a maximum of 160 players
and payment for additional players must be made before the
scheduled start time. There will be no refunds for having fewer
than the required 128 players. Electric carts and the $5.00
payment to the food and proshop concessionaires are required. In
any month that the Club does not travel, conduct a weekend
tournament, or host M.G.A. team play, it may conduct a second
weekday tournament on its home course. The second weekday
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tournament is limited to %6 players. Rancho Park Golf Course may
be scheduled only once per calendar year for M.G.A. Team Play.

SECTION VI 5.

A. Each Los Angeles Municipal Golf Asscociation (L.A.M.G.A.)
Men‘’s Club is allowed to conduct a maximum of six (6) weekend
dates per calendar vyear on its home course. Weekend
tournaments may be held on consecutive days on one weekend,
but not on consecutive weekends. The total number of players
for weekend events that may be booked is 500 in a calendar
year. Weekend player maximum is limited to 128 players.
Men‘s Clubs at 9-hole courses and the Roosevelt Golf Club may
conduct one of their weekend tournaments as an 18-hole event.
Each LAMGA men’s club may elect to forego all of its annual
second per month weekday tournaments in exchange for
conducting one of its six weekend dates at another city

course, Rancho Park excluded.
