SUMMARY:

The Board awarded a construction contract to Mallcraft, Inc., in the amount of $9,903,750.00 on
May 16, 2001, (Board Report No. 115-01). Construction began on the project in July 2001,
Construction is expected to be complete by August 4, 2002. The project scope provides for the
grading, drainage, paving, historic and other site lighting, seismic and ADA work in the seven {7
buildings, related improvements to the historic buildings on the site and new landscape and irrigation
over a significant portion of the site.

Construction on the seismic improvements began as soon as possible after the contract was approved
in order to meet funding deadlines imposed on the Community Development Block Grants Funds
(CDBG). Asconstruction progressed, several existing trees were required to be removed due to their
conflict with the new work; additional FEMA testing was required by independent testin g
laboratory; off-site storage facilities were needed to store historical artifacts; an electrical vault near
cast shoring area was required to be relocated; Spring House’s missing friezs units were required to
be replaced. It is critical that these works are done immediately in order to complete the project on
schedule,

The contractor has provided five (5) change order requests to perform the extra work in the total
amount of $65,945.00. The submitted estimates are in the amount of $11,493.00 for the removal of
seven {7} existing trees, $5,023.00 for the provisions of FEMA testing, $36,887,00 for 10 month
off-site storage facilities, $6,585.00 for the removal of the elecirical vault tear cast shoring, and
$5,957.00 for the replacement of the missing frieze units at the Spring House. The contractor has
provided a breakdown for the work in keeping with the contract prices.
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Staff’ has reviewed the proposed change orders and recommends approval for addition to the
construction contract in the amounts outlined above,

There are sufficient funds in the contingency encumbrance for Contract Ne. 2995, Fund 302,
Account 927P, to cover the change orders to the contract,

The Field of Dreams project in San Pedro began with a Memorandum of Understanding approved
by the Board on December 13, 2000, (Report No. 00-459) between the Departments of Public Works
and Recreation and Parks. Development of the park is nearing completion.

In the meantime, the American Youth Soccer Organization (AYS0) requested an Agreement for the
operation of organized activity at the site, intending to provide, at no cost to the City, the personnel
needed for the presentation of their programs. The Agreement specifying the roles/responsibilities
of AYSO and the Department was approved on September 19, 2001, (Report No, 01-351) and
subsequently three incidental changes requested by local AYSO staff were approved on
October 3, 2001, (Report No. G1-377).

5till later following another review, counsel in the national office of AYSO has requested a
modification to Section 9.3.2, which is part of the “mutual hold harmless™ Article on pages 16-17
of the Agreement. AYSO was concerned that the original wording might be interpreted to increase
their liability beyond what was caused by their activity on the site,
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The following is the originally apﬁmved Section 9.3.2 with the proposed changes represented by
Strike-through type for omissions and bold type for additions:

“AYSO0 agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the CITY from and against all liability,
expenses (including defense costs, legal fees and response costs imposed by law), and claims for
damages of any nature whatsoever which arise out of the presence of Hazardous Materials on the

Premises, butexcluding thepresemeeofHazardous Materiats caused by the acts or omissions of the

EFF¥ AYSO or any of its agents, employees, licensees or invitees.”

In addition, the City Risk Manager, who has approved the Agreement and the revised Section 9.3.2,
has requested that a sentence be added to the beginning of Section 9.4 as indicated in bold:

“Consistent with the terms of the Agreement, in the event of third party loss caused by the
negligence, wrongful act or omission of more than one party, each party shall bear financial
responsibility in propertion to its percentage of fault as may be mutually agreed between them
or as may be judicially determined. The indemnity of this Section provided to each party shall
survive the termination of this Agreement.”

Finally, AYSO has requested that the start date of the Agreement cited in Article 4.1 (Term) be
changed from March 1, 2002 to August 1, 2002,

The Assistant General Manager for Region Operations and the Superintendent of Pacific Region are
aware of the proposed changes and concur with staff"s recommendations,

SUMMARY:

The construction of a new community building for Westchester Recreation Center began on
July 6, 2000, with & construction completion period of 300 days or on May 2, 2001, A change order
had been issued extending the completion date to May 25, 2001. The work consists of building a
new §,937 square foot community building with a new lobby, gymnasium, ditector’s office, men and
women's toilets, storage room and electrical room, Construction wortk is 43% completed presently.
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Asof May 25, 2001, construction work was approximately 27% complete, when it should have been
completed. The work progress to date is very slow and unsatisfactory due to the lack of construction
activities and lack of manpower assigned to thisjob. Atpresent the contractor is continuing to work
on the project with the knowledge that he is going to be assessed liquidated damages. A 30-day
notice to correct was issued to the contractor on July 17, 2001, which required them to complete
seven (7) tasks by August 16, 2001. On August 17, 2001, a meeting was held to assess the
contractor’s progress. The result of the meeting showed that the contracter had completely complied
with item Nos. 1, 2, 4 and 5, partially complied with Item Nos. 3 and 7 by completing some non-
compliance work and providing a partial list of sub-contractors who will be working on this project.
Item No. & required them to install the steel joists by August 16, 2001 had not been complied with.
contractor’s work has progressed about 15 days in the 30-day notice period from July 17, 20061
through August 16, 2001,

As agreed to, by all parties, in the meeting of July 12, 2001, the Department will initiate proceedings
10 terminate the contract per Section 51, Division 1 of the General Provisions, if all notice to correct
items have not been completed by August 16, 2001.

The progress payment made on December 10, 2001, identified an unpaid contract balance in the
amount of $818,235.16. Upon receipt of the final payment for work done up and through the date
of the Board’s acceptance of the cancellation of Stenco’s Contract No. 2950, the final unpaid
contract balance will be identified in the final tender agreement,

On Qctober 17, 2001, the Board approved the voluntary default of Stenco and entered inte a contraci
with Tobo Construction, Ine. Tobo construction, Inc. has since withdrawn from the work, Surety
solicited the work with Hayward Construction Company, Inc. on February 25, 2002, Hayward

On July 17, 1996, the Department entered into a personal sarviceis contract with Geotechnologies,
Inc. for as-needed geotechnical engineering services. The contract was for a term of three (3) years,
with maximum compensaticn to the consultant of $300,000.00, '

On January 14, 2000, Supplemental Agreement No.1 was executed, extending the contract an
additional three (3) years and increasing the contraclt amount by $300,000.00 for 2 new total of six
(6) years and $600,000,00 maximum compensation paid to consultant.
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On September 13, 2000, Amendment Ne. 1 to Supplemental Agreement No. 1 was approved,
changing the firm’s name from Jerry Kovac’s and Associates to Geotechnologies, Inec.

In August 1998, the firm was selected to provide geotechnical services for the Griffith Observatory
Renovation and Expansion (#1504C) project which is now being anticipated to start constructicn in
June 2002.

It has been estimated by Department staff that the length of construction at the Observatory will run
for approximately three years and not be completed until 2005. The Department would like to retain
the services of the consultant to continue performing geotechnical inspection services at the
Observatory, because they prepared the original soils reports, they have the moest knowledge and
expertise of the site and project, and they are recognized as the geotechnical engineer of record by
Building and Safety, Their services will be required throughout the life of the project and would
include: reports on inspections for shoring installation, temporary excavation, foundation excavation,
and observation at bottom of excavated plane at the site.

This contract is recommended for amendment in compliance with all Departiment and City
procedures, polices and laws applicable to the award of the contracts. Principals of the firm are not
employees or officials of the City; are fiee to make recommendations or perferm the services
specified in the contract; and have no autherity, with respect to the City’s decisions relating to the
project, beyond fulfilling the provisions of the contract.
