Parent/Child: 4 yrs.—6 yrs. Children: 7 yrs.—17 yrs. Adult: 18 & older

Parent/Child — Children must be accompanied by an adult. Parent and child are introduced to basic
water safety in a comfortable environment.

Water Confidence — Introduction to water safety and water acclimation. Buoyancy in water and basic
skills will be taught. Kicking, breathing, and alternate arm action techniques are introduced.

Beginner — Continue to learn skills including front and back crawl and swimming in deep water.
Advance Beginner — Learn elementary backstroke and continue to improve on front and back crawl.
Intermediate — Learn breaststroke and sidestroke skills.
