Dcscription of CamP

Camp Hollywoodland is located in Griffith Park, nestled in a canyon between the Hollywood Sign and the Griffith Park
Observatory. Run by the city of Los Angeles Department of Recreation and Parks, the camp was designed to provide
camping and recreational programs for children. The facility includes 10 cabins (each sleep 20 people), rest rooms,
showers, a craft room, ceramic studio, dance studio, adventure challenge course (including a climbing wall, high and low
ropes course), swimming pool, archery range, campfire ring, hiking trails and a main lodge and dining facility.

Campers arrive on Monday morning and go home Saturday morning. The week is filled with theme-based activities and
every-day camp activities which will include: swimming, arts and crafts, sports, games, ceramics, outdoor cooking and
much more Once a week the entire camp goes on a weekly field trip to amusement parks and venues throughout south-

ern California.

Camp Hollywoodland provides outdoor recreational programs for girls between the ages of 6-17. We provide
low cost overnight camping experiences to campers from the greater Los Angeles Area. Our campers come
from a wide variety of ethnic and economic backgrounds and our diversity is one of the greatest features. The
cross-cultural understanding, leadership and communications between campers and staff is the back bone of
everyday life here at camp.
