


7. Alternatives to the Proposed Project

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7.3.5 Environmentally Superior Alternative

The findings of the alternatives impact analysis provided above are summarized in Table 7-1, Summary of
Environmental Effects of Proposed Project and Alternatives. Pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15126.6,
an EIR must identify an “environmentally superior alternative,” which would be the alternative that has the
least impact on the environment or would be capable of avoiding or substantially lessening any significant
impacts of the project. In cases where the “No Project” Alternative is environmentally superior to the
proposed project, the EIR shall also identify an environmentally superior alternative among the alternatives
considered. Considering only the physical effects on the environment, and without regard to meeting the
project objectives, the Rehabilitation of WPA Bathhouse (Option 2) Alternative would be environmentally
superior to the proposed project and all of the alternatives considered, including the No Project/No
Development Alternative. While it is necessary to identify the environmentally superior alternative, the
decision makers are free to select either the proposed project or any of the alternatives evaluated in this Draft
EIR.
