GENERAL INFORMATION

Tregnan Golf Academy is a state-of-the art training and practice golf facility whose mission is to provide
young people with the best golf instruction and training opportunities available in a safe and comfortable
environment. The Academy includes a 15-stall driving range, three practice holes, putting and chipping areas
and a 1,500 square foot Learning Center. The Academy offers awide variety of programming and its primary
focus is to reach out to young people who have had little or no exposure to the game of golf and to give them
the knowledge, skills, equipment and motivation to play the game throughout their lives.

ACADEMY MEMBERSHIP

Participants who register for a seasonal session of classes and complete 70% of scheduled classes are
afforded Academy membership. Members receive discounts on play at the Academy and other local courses
and priority registration for a maximum of 4 sessions per year beginning with the summer schedule. All
participants receive professional instruction, knowledge of rules, etiquette, safety, proper use of equipment
and development of necessary skills.

ACADEMY RULES AND REGULATIONS

Children 13 years of age and younger must have adult supervision at all times when not directly involved ina
class or event. Children must be picked up or have appropriate adult supervision at the conclusion of any
class or event. Parents will be charged a fee of $5.00 for every 15 minutes that a child is left without
appropriate supervision. If a childisleft for more than 30 minutes without appropriate supervision, the
child will be remanded fo the proper authorities.

OUTREACH GROUP INSTRUCTION

Group instruction is available for youth serving agencies, home school groups, and private organizations on a
six week schedule. Available class times are Monday through Friday 10am to 3pm. Special arrangements can
be made for group instruction on Saturdays or Sundays.

OPEN PRACTICE TIME

Open practice time is for Academy Members and the general public to use the facility to practice and improve
their game. Adults may only use the facility when accompanying a youth golfer. Adult supervision is required
at all times for youth under the age of 13. Scheduled classes have priority for Academy usage. Some areas
may not be available for practice during open play hours.

LPGA-USGA GIRLS GOLF CLUB, Los Angeles

The Tregnan Golf Academy is the official site of the LPGA-USGA Girls Golf Club, Los Angeles. The Girls
Golf Club (66C) is the only national initiative of its kind just for girls. This developmental junior golf
program encourages girls ages 7-17 to learn to play golf, build friendships and sample competition in a
positive and fun, non-threatening environment.

( Golf Talk with Paula Olsen, PGA )

The cornerstone to success in any sport is good FUNdamentals! If you take the time to really understand
and learn the fundamentals in golf, you will develop a swing that will hold up under any kind of pressure.
The most important fundamental in golf is a good grip. If your hands are not placed correctly on the club,
you have no chance to hit the ball where you want it to go.

Notice in the first illustration regardless of whether you are using the 10-finger, overlapping or interlocking
grip, there are no gaps between the fingers of either hand. This is a very common flaw with junior golfers:
big gaps between the hands. We want our hands to work together as one unit. The second illustration
demonstrates how important it is for us to get the heel pad of our target hand on top of the grip as we keep
the back of the target hand facing the target. This helps create control and leverage. The third illustration
shows the proper position of the hands on the club: palm to palm, or if you prefer, the back of the target
hand points to the target and the palm of the trailing hand points to the target. This neutral position allows
our hands to rotate properly through impact. The last illustration demonstrates the most common improper
position of the hands on the club. The trailing hand is rotated under the shaft and the palm is actually
facing fowards the sky. Remember, hold the club - do not grip it. If you can master this FUNdamental you
will be well on your way to becoming a great golfer!
