SUMMARY

Fred Roberts Recreation Center is located at 4700 South Honduras Street in the Central Alameda
area of the City. This 2.90-acre park includes a recreation center building, basketball courts,
children’s play area, community room, picnic tables, volleyball courts, outdoor fitness equipment,
and a synthetic soccer field for the surrounding community. Approximately 11,584 City residents
live within a one-half mile walking distance of Fred Roberts Recreation Center. Due to the
facilities, features, programs, and services it provides, Fred Roberts Recreation Center meets the
standard for a Community Park, as defined in the City's Public Recreation Plan.

PROJECT SCOPE

The scope of work for the proposed Project includes the demolition and replacement of the
existing playground, as detailed below:

Remove and dispose of existing equipment

Remove and dispose of 1,150 square feet of existing sand

Saw cut existing concrete slab for new equipment

Provide 860 cubic feet of aggregate base material

Provide 1,400 square feet of concrete subbase

Install two sumps

Provide 250 linear feet of temporary fencing

Overnight security for pour in place work

Installation of new playground structures, including 26-foot integrated shade topper,
inchworm climber, tot builders playhouse, quiet grove, two concerto conga sets, medium
concerto spin cabasas, arch swing set with belt seats, pine stumps, and independent
panels.

PROJECT FUNDING

Upon approval of this Report, Three Hundred Twenty Thousand, Two Hundred Fifty Dollars and
Eighty-Seven Cents ($320,250.87) in Park Fees can be committed to the proposed Project, which
will be the total budget for this Project inclusive of the budget contingency amounts set forth below.

TREES AND SHADE

This proposed Project will have no impact on the existing trees at Fred Roberts Recreation Center.
The new playground will include a large integrated shade topper over the main play structure.

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT

The proposed Project consists of replacement of an existing structures where the new structure
will be located on the same site as the structure replaced and will have substantially the same
purpose and capacity.

According to the parcel profile report retrieved on April 15, 2024, the construction of this Project
is not in a liquefaction zone and the construction of this Project will not create conditions that could
expose patrons of the park to increased risk of liquefaction. This site is not within a coastal or
methane zone, so there is no reasonable possibility that the proposed Project may impact an
environmental resource of hazardous or critical concern or have a significant effect due to unusual
circumstances. No other known projects would involve cumulatively significant impacts, and no
future projects would result from the proposed Project. As of April 18, 2024, the State Department
of Toxic Substances Control (CTSC) (Envirostor at www.envirostor.dtsc.ca.gov) and the State
Water Resources Control Board (SWCB) (Geotracker at www.geotracker.waterboards.ca.gov)
have not listed the site, and there are no listed cases within 1,000 feet of the Project area.

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According to the Caltrans Scenic Highway Map there is no scenic highway located within the
vicinity of the proposed Project or within its site. The proposed Project is not located in an area
that would affect a historic or cultural monument.

Based on this information, RAP staff recommends that the Board of Recreation and Park
Commissioners (Board) determines that the proposed Project is categorically exempt from the
provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Article 19, Section
15302 of California CEQA Guidelines and Article Ill, Section 1, Class 2 of City CEQA Guidelines.
Staff will file a Notice of Exemption with the Los Angeles County Clerk and the California Office
of Planning and Research upon Board’s approval.

FISCAL IMPACT

The approval of this Report will have no fiscal impact on RAP’s General Fund. The estimated
costs for the design, development, and construction of the proposed park improvements are
anticipated to be funded by Park Fees or funding sources other than RAP's General Fund. The
maintenance of the proposed park improvements can be performed by current staff with minimal
impact to existing maintenance service at this facility.
